Announcement on Music Works Solicitation for Expo 2010 Shanghai China 
This is to announce that the Bureau of Shanghai World Expo Coordination (here in after referred to as BSWEC or Organizer) is authorized by the Shanghai World Expo Organizing Committee to solicit the music works around the world, including Anthem of the Expo 2010 Shanghai China, Volunteers’ Song of the Expo 2010 Shanghai China, and the audio logo of the Expo 2010 Shanghai China, for promoting the Expo 2010 Shanghai China (hereinafter referred to as Shanghai Expo in short) so as to make it a “successful, splendid and memorable” grand event.

The solicitation starts from April 30 2007 and ends at different deadlines as per music type. For detailed regulations, see Music Works Solicitation Rules for the Expo 2010 Shanghai China (here in after referred to as Solicitation Rules in short).
The Anthem Solicitation Office set up by the BSWEC is in charge of the solicitation related activities. All individuals and institutions concerned about Shanghai Expo can log on the official website of Shanghai Expo （www.expo2010china.com） to read or download the Solicitation Rules and other documents and information.

Music Solicitation Rules
Of Expo 2010 Shanghai China
1.  Objective

The music works solicitation for the Expo 2010 Shanghai China (hereinafter referred to as Solicitation) is intended to solicit Anthem of the Expo 2010 Shanghai China (hereinafter referred to as Expo Anthem in short), Volunteers’ Song of the Expo 2010 Shanghai China (hereinafter referred to as Volunteers’ Song in short) and the Audio Logo of the Expo 2010 Shanghai China (hereinafter referred to as Expo Audio Logo in short) so as to promote the Expo concepts of “understanding, communication, gathering, co-operation” and the Shanghai Expo theme of “Better city, better life”. 
2. Solicitation Period
2.1. The Solicitation starts at April 30, 2007 and ends at different deadlines as per music type (the times are Beijing Time, referred to as Deadline hereinafter). 

2.1.1. Expo Anthem Solicitation: deadline 18:00 on January 1, 2009.

2.1.2. Volunteers’ Song Solicitation: deadline 12:00 on April 30, 2008. 
2.1.3. Audio Logo Solicitation: deadline 18:00 on January 31, 2008. 
2.2. The works can only be submitted via mail (according to postmark as arriving in Shanghai), directly (according to organizer’s signing for receiving), or online (according to the completion time recorded automatically by the network system). 

3. Applicants
3.1. Every individual or organization who cares about and supports Expo 2010 Shanghai China can apply according to the Solicitation Rules. 
3.2. Each submitted work is considered as one unit. Applicants have to be the creator (or one of the creators, same below) of the work, specifically the one who fills and signs “Music Solicitation Application Form of Expo 2010 Shanghai China” (hereinafter referred to as Application Form). “Creator” in the Solicitation Rules refers to the melody writer or lyrics writer of the songs and the producer of audio logo. 
3.3. For individual applicants, photocopies of passport, identification card or other equally effective official certification papers shall be provided. For organizational applicants, photocopies of registration papers or other equally effective official certificates shall be provided (all these papers will be referred to as ID papers below, for both individual and organizational applicants). The organizer reserves the right to check whether the ID papers are authentic. 
3.4. Any individual or organization that is relevant to the organizing and evaluation of the Solicitation can not apply. 
3.5. Applicants shall not mislead the public to think that they have connections with the Expo that do not exist materially. Applicants shall not make public promotion about their solicitation status without written permission from the Bureau of Shanghai World Expo Coordination. Otherwise, the organizer reserves the right to cancel the application qualification of the relevant applicants as well as the right to ascertain where legal responsibilities lie.

4. Form of Works
4.1. Expo Anthem and Volunteers’ Song shall be submitted with lyrics. 
4.2 In order to encourage public participation, works with lyrics only or melody only (hereinafter referred to as “incomplete works” in short) are also qualified for submission. For good incomplete works, the organizer reserves the right to have someone else finish it. The finished works will be evaluated with others. The song writer and lyrics writer will both be creators of the song and bear the obligations mentioned in the Solicitation Rules together as well as sharing any honor or awards. Applicants who submit incomplete works shall not object to such arrangement with any reasons. 
4.3. The lyrics have to be in Chinese and/or English. If it is in both Chinese and English, the applicant shall clarify the preferred language of the work in the “introduction of the work” column in the application form. If the applicant does not clarify it, the organizer reserves the right to decide on the preferred language. The lyrics in the preferred language will be mainly considered while other lyrics will also be evaluated. 
4.4 Works submitted via mail or directly shall satisfy the following conditions: 
4.4.1. Applicants shall fill out and sign the application form according to Solicitation Rules. All participating creators shall sign “Music Solicitation Author Agreement of Expo 2010 Shanghai China” (hereinafter referred to as “author agreement” in short). Photocopies of all creators’ ID papers shall also be submitted. 
4.4.2. The applicants shall also provide the following: 
(a) The work shall be submitted in the form of cassette, CD, CD-R, MD or DAT. 
(b) The written version of the submitted work (including melody and lyrics) shall be submitted. The melody shall be presented as either staffed score or numbered score and the lyrics shall be under the related music notes. 
4.4.3. The work shall be submitted via mail or directly to the following address:

4.5 Works submitted online shall satisfy the following conditions: 
4.5.1. Applicants shall read relevant announcements and rules on the official website (www.expo2010china.com) and fill out information according to online instructions. 
4.5.2. The organizer will require some online applicants to further provide documents as specified in 4.4.1 and 4.4.2 (b) of the Solicitation Rules. 

4.5.3. Applicants who are required to supply complementary documents will be disqualified if they do not provide them within the required time period. 
4.6. Requirements to fill out and sign applicant form and author agreement:  
4.6.1. The application form has to be filled in Chinese or English. Each work shall be attached with an application form and an author agreement, filled and signed by the applicant(s). When there is more than one creator, one or several shall be chosen as the applicant to fill out and sign the application form and all of the creators shall sign the author agreement. 
4.6.2. Applicants or creators shall sign the same names as those on their ID papers in application form and author agreement. Moreover, the same applicant or creator shall sign the same name on different documents. 
4.6.3. Applicants or creators shall be the civil legal capacity and civil action liabilities to sign relevant documents and execute the related obligations. If the applicant or creator is a natural person, and does not have the civil action liability to sign the documents or execute relevant obligations, his/her guardian shall sign next to the signature of the applicant or creator. 
4.6.4. If the application form or author agreement do not satisfy the requirements as specified in the Solicitation Rules, the applicant will be disqualified. 

5. Artistic requirement for the works

5.1. The creation of the works shall satisfy the following conditions:

3. Free choice of language, style and form. The work shall have relatively good artistic expression. 
4. The submitted work shall reflect the characteristics of the current time and can get accepted and popularized by audiences of various cultural backgrounds.

	1. The song shall reflect the volunteering spirits of “contribution, friendship, helping each other and improvements” as well as Shanghai Expo theme. 
2. The submitted work shall  help present and establish the positive spirits of Shanghai Expo volunteers and reflect the sense of honor and mission of the volunteers. 
3.. The lyrics shall be positive. The melody shall be light, active and have distinctive characteristics of the current time. It shall easily get accepted and popularized by domestic and oversea volunteers of various ages, cultures, and backgrounds. It shall reflect the wide participation of Expo volunteering.

	The Audio Logo shall reflect rich Chinese cultural contents, present Shanghai urban cultural characteristics, cover World Expo features, and illustrate Expo themes and functions. Written lines are required to explain the link between the note and Shanghai Expo.

5.2. Other requirements ：

5.2.1. The submitted work must be original and has not been in the public domain and has not been published in any form before. It shall not have been known to the public in any form and does not infringe on others’ intellectual property rights or other legal rights. 
5.2.2. Choice of style, genre and form is free. But the work shall have the base to be understood and accepted by everyone. It shall also be fairly easy to remember and promote the music. 

5.2.3. The submitted work must not be the same as or similar to the national anthem or military song of China or any other country. 。

5.2.4. The submitted work shall not contain anything violating Chinese laws or regulations. It shall comply with social customs. 
6. Evaluation and awards of submitted works 
6.1. The submitted works will be evaluated in three categories – Expo Anthem, Volunteers’ Song and Audio Logo. The Expo Anthem and Volunteers’ Song will be selected from 30 nominated works. 
6.2. The evaluation will be carried out by experts engaged by the organizer. 
6.3. The audio information submitted by the applicants will not influence the evaluation. 
6.4. Each of the 30 nominated songs and one Audio Logo will be awarded with 20,000 Yuan and Creator Honor Certificate. The winners will be awarded with both prizes and the cash prize will be divided by creators on their own. In addition, three “China 2010 Shanghai World Music Solicitation Organizing Award” will be selected, each awarded with 20,000 Yuan and Honor Certificate (for the relevant individual or organization). The award refers to pre-tax amount and the award winners shall pay tax according to the relevant laws and regulations. 
6.5. The organizer will hand the prize (cash or check) and Honor Certificate(s) to the winner or his/her representative designated in written form. When there is more than one applicant, the organizer will give it to the one as listed at the beginning of “lists of creators” column in the application form or the creators’ representative designated in written form. 
6.6 The organizer will announce the list of winners on the Expo official website and eastday feature web pages after the evaluation. 
7.  Inquiry, Notice & Consultation

8. Related Declaration
8.1. No registration fee is required.

8.2. The organizer will not return any submitted works or relevant materials (audio or written information). Please save your own copy. 
8.3. If the work gets damaged or lost for reasons irrelevant to the organizer including delay in mail, lost in mail, damaged in mail, delivered to the wrong address, shortage of postage, stolen, etc, the organizer will not bear any responsibilities. 

8.4. The intellectual property rights of submitted works are protected by the Chinese laws.  
8.4.1. In terms of the works that are selected as Expo Anthem, Volunteers’ Song or the Audio Logo, all intellectual property rights (including but not limited to author right, all rights to the works’ 2-D, 3-D and electronic media) shall belong to the organizer and the creators will have the appropriate signature right. The organizer reserves the right to utilize, explore, modify, license, permit or protect the works in any form. 
8.4.2. For nominated works (excluding the Expo Anthem or Volunteers’ Song, same below), the organizer has the right to use or authorize others to use them before December 31 2010 (including the day). While doing so, the organizer does not need authorization or agreement from the authors and does not need to pay either. 

8.4.3. In case the relevant authors utilize, transfer or use in other forms the nominated works, they shall not obstruct the organizer in exercising the rights as specified in 8.4.2. In case the organizer is obstructed in exercising the above-mentioned rights due to utilization, transfer or use in other forms of the nominated works by the relevant authors, the utilization, transfer or use in other forms of the nominated works shall be considered invalid from the beginning. 
8.5. Documents relevant to the Solicitation (including the Solicitation Rules and other documents) are integrated and inseparable. The organizer reserves the rights to interpret all documents concerning the Solicitation including the Solicitation Rules. The organizer will set up relevant rules or provide interpretation on any issue covered by but relevant to the Solicitation. 
8.6. The Solicitation Rules and other relevant documents are made in Chinese and attached with English translations. If there is any discrepancy between the Chinese and English versions, the Chinese version shall prevail. 
8.7. Applicants shall read the Solicitation Rules carefully. We consider that the applicants who submit works have understood and accepted the Solicitation Rules. 
8.8. The Solicitation shall be governed by the laws in the People’s Republic of China.
